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USE SIMPLE LANGVAGE! LABEL AND REPEAT KEY WORDS: “WATER!"
“SPLASHI" “SOAP ON TOES!"

MAKE IT mUSICAL: SING A MADE-UP SONG ABOUT WHAT'S HAPPENING:
“WASHING, WASHING LITTLE HANDS..."

CHOICE TIME: “WASH HAIR OR FEET FIRST?” “DUCK OR BOAT TODAY?"

ONE WORD PLUS: IF YOUR CHILD $AYS “Duck!” you $aY, "YELLOW
puck!” OR “Duck SPLASH!"

ADD SURPRISES: HIDE A TOY UNDER THE BUBBLES AND ASK, “WHERE DID
IT GO?"

BUILD ANTICIPATION: “READY... SET... SPLASH!* (THEN PAVSE FOR THEIR
GIGGLE, LOOK, OR WORD.)

PRINT THIS AND STICK IT ON YOUR FRIDGE, MIRROR, OR ANYWHERE YOU’LL SEE IT
OFTEN. EVERYDAY MOMENTS ARE FULL OF SIMPLE, JOYFUL CHANCES TO CONNECT—
NO PRESSVRE, JUST LITTLE SPARKS THAT ADD VP.
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
